INTRODUCTION

Each year Bureau geologists visit many mining proper-
ties in Montana in addition to work on their regular field
projects. As it is not possible to visit in person all proper-
ties in the state during the year, information is requested
from Montana mine operators and owners relating to
mining activities. The responses to this canvassing and
personal inverviews are then compiled and published
annually in our Directory of Mining Enterprises

Mining enterprises are listed systematically in cate-
gories in the main body of the Directory, either under
Metal Mines or under Nonmetal Mines, Pits, and Quarries.
In order, these categories are kind of ore or mineral pro-
duced; county in which the mine is situated; and the
name of the mine. Additional information includes loca-
tion of the property based on legal subdivisions of land
survey; type of ore mined; mimng district in which the
property is situated; number of employees; mill capacity,
if any; operator’s name and addiess; owner’s name and
address;and yearly status, i e , whether the property pro-
duced ore during the yeat, is still producing, developed
ore without producing, o1 remained totally inactive To
facilitate looking up a mining enterprise, an index of
mines, mine owners, and operators is included at the
back of the Directory.

The Directory also contains a list of presently inactive
mines. The list is not a complete one, as it is not possible
to list all such mining properties in Montana in a publica-
tion this size. For this reason, the list is a compilation of
only those properties that have undergone development
work or have produced ore within recent years but were
inactive for a period of more than one year. Mines inactive
for a period of three consecutive years are dropped en-
tirely from the Directory

The 1est of the Directory contains a list of Montana
coal mines active in 1971 and a report entitled “The
Mineral Industry of Montana in 1971,” by the Non-
ferrous Metals Division, Bureau of Mines, US. Depart-
ment of the Interior, Washington, D. C. This report is
shorter than in past years because of the reorganization
within the U. § Bureau of Mines.

The compiler thanks the many Montana mine owners
and operators for allowing information on their activities
to be published. Every effort has been made to publish
exact and complete information. The fact that a prop-
erty is listed in the Directory, however, is not to be re-
garded as an endorsement of the property by the Montana
Bureau of Mines and Geology. Conversely, if a property
is omitted from the Directory, the omission is not to be
taken as questioning its value or future. Such omissions
are known to occur, but most are traceable to failure by
the last known operator to respond to repeated requests
for necessary information. Nevertheless, in most such
cases, the missing data have been supplied from the best
sources available.

If any additional facts or corrections can be provided,
please submit such information to the Montana Bureau
of Mines and Geology, Butte, Montana, 59701 . Your help
is needed to keep this yearly publication as up to date
and accurate as possible.

THE MINERAL INDUSTRY OF MONTANA IN 1971

In 1971, Montana's mineral production was valued at $285 million, a decrease
of 9 percent compared with the 1970 value, according to the Bureau of Mines, U.S.
Department of the Interior. There were substantial decreases in all metallic
values due to lower prices and strikes. Copper's value of mineral production was
37 percent of the State total in 1971 as compared with 44 percent of the mineral
production in 1970.

Petroleum production value remained about the same as in 1970 and accounted
for 37 percent of the total State mineral production value in 1971. The value

of coal production doubled while natural gas increased by 7 percent over the
1970 production.

During the year, State Mine Reclamation Laws were enacted by the State
Legislature. These laws require mine operators to obtain licenses or permits
before conducting any exploration or mining operations, and to restore or
reclaim the land disturbed by strip, open-pit or underground operations.

The Anaconda Company announced plans for future expansion of copper smelting
at Anaconda from 30 to 50 million pounds per month. Ore would come largely from
expanded pit and deep mining development at Butte. Pollution abatement equipment
was installed at the Anaconda smelter to control sulfur emissions, and experiments

are being conducted to find suitable methods to reduce airborne dust from tailings
disposal areas.

Montana's oil and gas industry is undergoing an increase in exploration
efforts. At least one significant natural gas discovery in Blaine and Chouteau
counties was reported. Mineral exploration and development has increased
materially for other minerals also, specifically in the Thompson Falls area, the
Troy Bull Lake area, the Helena area, Madison County, and the Stillwater area.

A $10 million construction program is underway at the Ideal Cement Co. plant
at Trident near Bozeman. Construction plans call for replacing major portions of
the plant with new facilities and installation of an electrostatic precipitator
to clean the exhaust from the plant kiln and other air pollution control
equipment,

The value of construction materials (cement, clay, sand and gravel, and
stone) increased by 7 percent over 1970 production.
